The Holy Bible clearly states in  passages of The New 

Testament  that you must be “born again” to see the 

kingdom of God, or infers the same meaning in other 

verses of The New Testament, for examples see below. 
 
John 3:3  Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, 
verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born 
again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 

 
John 3:7  Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must 
be born again.  

 
1Pet 1:23  Being born again, not of corruptible 
seed, but of incorruptible, …… 

 
Matt 18:3  And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye 
be converted, and become as little children, ye 
shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven. 

 
Acts 3:19  Repent ye therefore, and be converted, 
that your sins may be blotted out, ………... 

What is written in the Holy Bible are the words of God,  

written down under holy inspiration and preserved  by 

holy men. The bible has proven itself over many hundreds 

of years, through many fulfilled prophecies and archaeo-

logical digs etc. No other religious writings can make this 

claim. Therefore  it is a wise thing to  study His scripture 

and learn about His ways. It may be that you don’t under-

stand much about eternity which is going to be your final 

destination. The bible informs us that eternity has a sub-

lime, joyful side for the “BORN AGAIN” (saved), but for 

the unsaved a place of torment….Forever. 

The  crucifixion and resurrection  of Jesus shows by ex-

ample that   death has no sting for those people who be-

lieve and put their trust in him and God’s word, the Holy 

Bible. Also the resurrection of Jesus cheated Satan out of 

claiming our  souls and   being banished  to exist  in 

hell….   if we believe.     

The bible exhorts us to believe on  the death and resurrec-

tion of Jesus. It also says to  repent, that is, turn from your 

self-determination  and sin to let The Holy Spirit be your  

guide ( Let God’s will be your will ). 

The bible says it all in John 3:16 …” For God so loved 

the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whoso-

ever believeth in him should not perish, but have  ever-

lasting life.”

John 1:12  But as many as received him, to them 
gave he power to become the sons of God, even 
to them that believe on his name: 

 
Acts 8:17  Then laid they their hands on them, and 
they received the Holy Ghost. 

 
Acts 16:31  And they said, Believe on the Lord Je-
sus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy 
house.  

 

In the above verses and many  other places in the New 

Testament   it’s saying there has to be a special change in 

your life, something  revolutionary when you  receive 

eternal life, in fact the bible is talking about a spiritual 

change.  

In the verse below Jesus explains....... 

John 3:5  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto 

thee, Except a man be born of water and of the 

Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 

 
Note that in the above verse, Jesus is saying there are two 

births, one by water, being your natural birth, and the 

second is a spiritual birth that you must have  to qualify 

for  entry into the kingdom of God, (Heaven).

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So with all of the above in mind, regarding what  the bible 

reveals.…Jesus  says  that if you are not born again you 

cannot see the kingdom of God. This new covenant term 

means that if you are not …born again or 

“regenerated”….  you cannot go to Heaven which is the 

abode of God…. The only alternative if you are not regen-

erated is Hell . 

    

The  important question you should ask yourself is …. 

How do I get “born again” to receive eternal salvation? 

Below the bible is quoted saying……. 

 

John 3:15  That whosoever believeth in him should not 

       perish, but have eternal life.  

John 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his 

only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him 

should not perish, but have everlasting life.  

John 3:17  For God sent not his Son into the world to 

condemn the world; but that the world through him 

might be saved.  

John 3:18  He that believeth on him is not condemned: 

but he that believeth not is condemned already, be-

cause he hath not believed in the name of the only 

begotten Son of God.  

 

The  important point is to believe in Him (Jesus) and this 

belief comes by faith through the Word of God……  

 

Rom 10:17  So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing 

by the word of God. 
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
